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Adaptation of forcibly displaced Ukrainian children with special educational needs to study in a Lithuanian school

The Russia's war of aggression has heavily changed the lives of millions of people living in Ukraine. Many of those who managed to escape from occupied areas, liberated territories and places of military operations found their refuge in European countries and Lithuania is one of them. Its state authorities have adopted a number of laws regulating processes related to the provision of school education opportunities for Ukrainian children, including children with special educational needs. The report embraces the problems of adaptation of students from Ukraine, who were forced to escape from the war. The report describes the educational activities of Lithuania schools regarding the provision of favorable conditions for the unconstrained development of children with special educational needs. Pedagogical conditions necessary for the adaptation of vulnerable categories of children have been determined.
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
